This month I'll give some winter safety tips.  
 
When shoveling snow we tend to overdress then start sweating because of overdressing. Then we cool 
down and get chilled. This is a good way to get sick so try to avoid doing this. When shoveling try to 
use your legs more then your back to lift. I didn't follow my own advice and my back still hurts. I guess 
if you're going to be dumb you gotta be tough. These new style snow shovels that have the 
ergonomically bent handles do seem to make each shovel load seem lighter then a straight handle 
shovel does. You may want to try one of these shovels.  
 
Some things you may want carry in your car for emergencies for winter driving are as follows: a 
blanket, candle for heat, a flashlight, cell phone, extra clothes including boots gloves, stocking hat and 
snow pants should you have the misfortune of getting stuck in the middle of nowhere. Carrying a small 
shovel, sand or salt in the trunk may help you in getting unstuck. 
  
Should you get stuck with no help around and you're in unfamiliar territory, stay with your vehicle till 
help arrives. It is real easy to get lost wandering around looking for help. If you have to run your 
engine to stay warm do so only after you are sure your exhaust pipe is not blocked and only run it 
enough to warm the vehicle then shut it off. Lower your window a little bit while running your engine. 
Doing these things can help prevent carbon monoxide poisoning from your engine exhaust. 
  
Another thing people don't think about is running a home generator during a power outage. Place the 
generator in a well ventilated area. Not in the garage or other building. These run on gasoline and the 
exhaust contains carbon monoxide. It does not take long to be overcome by the fumes when contained 
in a building. Be careful! Also use a proper switch with the generator to prevent back feeding electric in 
the power lines coming into your house making it safer for the power company employees working on 
the power lines down the road.  
 
I hope these tips will help make this winter a little safer for you and others.
