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Now that spring is finally here, we’re thinking abouttgef our bikes out of hibernation. There are several
things to do before you fire up your trusty stead for tst fime. Yepper Dooey, I'm talking about doing
your spring maintenance. By doing a thorough job nowemt#lure your chances of little or no problems later
in the riding season.

First, check your tires for proper air pressure; tkgedr, cracks and bulges. You almost always lose some
air pressure during storage. Tires that have been ratatedled around frequently over winter are less likely
to crack or bulge because the molecules are being exwitéeing moved which keeps the rubber more
pliable. Fire departments move their trucks quite frequdatlyhis reason. Since most bikes are not moved
and are subject to temperature extremes it makes seolesély examine our tires.

Check your suspension for damage, leaks, air pressufeeaddm of movement.

Check your battery for water level unless it ismeance free type and ensure it is fully charged before
installing it in the bike. Then check the electricgdtem for proper operation. Do all the lights work? Then
check all the accessories such as CB radio and alejectrical goodies you may have.

If you did not change the engine oil and filter befgma put your bike away for the winter do so now. If it
has been 2 years or more since the coolant was ahaagthat also. Check for leaks and condition of the
coolant hoses also. Doing this now ,will save youesgnef later.

If it has been 2 years or more since the brakiecarich fluid has been changed, do it now. | prefer to
change mine every year. Brake fluid absorbs moistur¢ tiigbugh the brake hoses and elsewhere. Moisture
in the hydraulic will cause corrosion in the systerd ba costly to repair. Brake fluid is cheap, replaceet. B
sure to get all the air out when you bleed the systehie\Wou are doing this, check the brake pads for wear
and replace if necessary. Check the brake and clutats imrenvear and lubrication.

Check your side and center stands for wear, crackstadjnt and lubrication. Check your owner’s
manual for any other scheduled maintenance that nedxsdone.

Don't forget your trailer. Repack the bearings dmetk the seals. Even Bushtec trailers need the bearings
checked. Any water in the bearings over winter causas to rust and pit. This can lead to bearing failure
on the road at the worst possible time. Replace thdmy are bad. Check the suspension and tires the same
as you did on the bike. Check the lights and then checlcdlter tongue and coupler for wear, cracks and
lubrication. Check the trailer hitch on your bike foacks and make sure all the bolts are tight.

Now you are ready to ride you think. Well, not yetakd sure you have your insurance back on the bike
and trailer. Is the license tag currant on the bikeletrand in your wallet? Have you put back the things you
took out last fall like rain suits, boots, gloves anstfaid kit? If so, Then you are ready to ride.

| would like to remind you to be extra cautious outeh@&rivers have not seen many bikes over the winter
and will be more prone to SCOTOMOS. SCOTOMOS is aitmm medically described as the brain not
registering what the eyes are seeing. Meaning, thepedmoking right at you and not see you. So ride like
you are invisible and do all you can to seen. Also keeghaap eye out for loose stone on curves and
intersections. A lot of townships and county’s use etion traction on ice and snow in place of salt. $ti$
out there.

Be sure to dress warm enough for this time of yEake extra clothing with you even if it is only a day
ride. It gets pretty cold fast when the sun starts goimgnduoaking it fairly easy to get hypothermia.
